Health and Safety

General

The following is advice to all golfers using the Club’s facilities.

1. All golfers are expected to have the knowledge of the rules of golf and, in particular, Rule of Golf Section 1 Etiquette – Courtesy of the Course. Please read pages 13 to 15.

2. Prior to playing a stroke or making a practice swing the player must ensure that no – one is standing close by or in a position to be hit by the club, the ball or any loose impediments, which may be moved by the stoke or swing.

3. No - one should move, talk or stand close to or directly behind the hole when a player is addressing the ball or making a stroke. Players must not play until the players in front are out of range.

4. Ensure you wear footwear suitable for the ground conditions. Ufford Park prefers soft spikes.

5. Golfers are recommended to check their insurance cover carefully for claims against them and to take out any necessary additional cover if required.

6. In the event of a fire, the assembly point is on the main car park outside the lodge. Fire Instructions and procedures are published in the main hotel bar.

7. Adverse Weather Conditions
a) Fog – In foggy conditions, the Golf Reception staff have the responsibility to judge whether or not visibility is good enough to allow the safe continuance of play.

b) Lightning – In the event of lightning in the area, every effort will be made to warn players to vacate the course. There are no shelters on the course. However all players must exercise due diligence and take the appropriate action under such conditions.

Risk Assessment

1. Banks of more than 1 metre in height or >45degrees represent a potential slip hazard when wet.

2. Streams and/or ditches represent a potential slip hazard

3. Ponds and the reservoir contain deep water. Do not attempt to retrieve golf balls.

4. Be aware of balls being struck to and from adjacent holes. If in doubt a warning shout of “fore “must be given.

5. Several trees/ bushes may have sharp needles/branches

6. If wearing “soft spikes” particular care should be taken when the ground is wet.

7. Where boundary path comes close to tees, allow pedestrians to pass

8. Beware – tree roots may be close to the surface when playing off the fairway

9. Any wasp/hornet nests will be marked and located

10. Take care when using steps when wet

11. Do not attempt to retrieve balls from beyond any areas marked O.O.B or beyond any boundary.
